Excerpt from aletter from ha-emeq to Haggai in the tribe of Reuben:

One more thing that expounds on this letter: Before Yoneq left to Asher he wag shari
with us here in Reuben about the war our Master is going to wage against His evieamése
returns. The overcomers will be with Him in this war, Rev 17:14; 19:14 (see also #sedwot
Weddings, Boston, MA 5, April 1994) — He will come back for His friends at that time. Dan
12:11 mentions 1,290 days from the time the regular sacrifice is abolished and the abomina
which makes desolate is set up. Rev 12:6 talks about the same thing but mentions only 1,260
days. This leaves a lapse of 30 days. These 30 days mark the duration of the war tlaaterur M
will wage together with the faithful ones when He returns.

Then Dan 12:12 talks about 1,335 days. These 45 days from 1,290 to 1,335 are the
judgment seat of Messiah. How blessed is the one who endures through this judgmetat seat i
the Kingdom.

May our Father bless you with a wonderful wedding full of prophetic vision and mirth.
