kill each other. This is what we war against. This is why the war that werigistin the

and every vain imagination and calling the church to do the same and become pdrifect in t
so that Revelation 12:9 could come about. We're held back because we receive the lies. But
we’'ve been made disciples so that we can know the truth. If we continue to abide indHis wor
- and it will make us free of the evil one.

In Revelation 20:2-3 it says the serpent, the dragon, the devil, Satan is thrown intesthe aby
"so that he shouldn’t deceive the nations any longer." That's what the evil one does, he
deceives the nations. But the good news is that we atbenaations. Because of the blood

of Yahshua, we have been brought into Him and we don't teale deceived by the evil

one anymore. We don’t have to.

It says in Revelation 12:10 that he’s the accuser of the brethren and he accusesmgit.

He accuses the brethréfhat’'s who he accuses. Because he hates our Father’s purpose. So if
he accuses you, you can rejoice in knowing that you are the brethren. If yottwere

wouldn’t accuse you. And you can overcome him as it goes on to say in verse 11 that the
brethren overcame him by the blood of the Laanld because of the word of their testimony.

So by the blood of the Lamb we can overcome the accuser because by the blood, we've come
to know the truth, and we have forgiveness (we don’t have to be accused anymore because
we're covered), and because Yahshua's blood had brought us out of the nations and into His
holy nation. He can deceive the nations but not this nation. The 12 tribes will put him under.
That’s our purpose; to put the accuser under and hold him for the count of 3 - then it's done.
We're not doing this to have a nice life, but to bring about the end of the age. Thetagt ene

in this age is the accuser. (The last enemy in the next age is death.rﬁatjtetﬁere are no
enemies). Confess your sins. Be covered by the blood. When we know the truth about the
enemy, when we know the accuser’s ministry in our lives, then he ceases.

And we_overcome by the word of our testimphy speakindhe truth. About the enemy: he
is a liar, the father of lies. His accusations are thoughts that are gdhgylake of fire and




we don’t have to believe them. They have no part in us because we have no part in the lake
of fire. And if we keep testifying about Yahshua and our salvation and how He is saving us,
then the accuser won’t have room in our hearts or lives. He won't find a way in to us because
we’ll be too busy declaring Yahshua's excellencies. | Peter 2:9
