The problem lies in adding "interesting iationt
that is not essentiab training them for their created purpose, in order to "make
learning fun" and "hold the children's interest" as we learned wdie (Isaiah
2:5-6 NAS — "influences"). What would have been the outcome if we had done
these things_(basmcademic training) without neglecting the weightier provisions
of the Law (Deut 6:4-7; Gen 18:19)7?
