As to any prophet who speaks in the Spirit, this holds good — do not inquire or censor him. This

means that if anyone speaks in the Spirit of Yahweh and someone questions, inquires,toensor

try to catch him, to bring him into censure, that someone has committed a sin thag can't

forgiven in this age or the age to come — he has committed the unforgivablgesisureto

find fault with and condemn as wrong, to criticize.

Mt 12:31-32— If we speak a word against the Spirit we will not be find forgiveness in this ag

or in the age to come. Do not inquire of a prophet speaking in the Spirit, for he's uncdwering t

secrets of your heart and to resist him is to resist salvation. If someoies and his teaching

does not bring (lead to) dissolution but increases justice and the knowledge of Yaheigh, rec

him as the Lord. Every prophet preaches the Kingdom, bringing a solidarity a uniaptd jpe

love with one another.

If one censures and tests and judges a true prophet speaking in the Spirit he caytdre-for

Mt 10:40 — the Lord is the judge on that. People set in unbelief, speaking evil against the

message coming out from here have (or probably have) committed that unforgivable s

However, not every man who speaks in the Spirit is a prophet, but only if he has the manner (or

life) of the Lord. This is all important to judge whether he is even a prophétAtpmbphet is

not a glutton.
