“Everybody is probably just stpachund
talking anyway. The prophets don't even start speaking till close to 7:00,” | thouglself.

So at 6:30 | was finally finished and | left the Yellow House to go to Tabithece Pl
praying that our Father would somehow bring me into His rest and that | would heaphetgr
— even that He would circumcise my heart because | wanted to totally obey Him.

When | arrived at Tabitha's Place, | could only hearpmrson talking — it was Yoneq.
He had been teaching for quite a while before | got there. My heart sankldtevaad | missed
it. My mending had been more important to me at the time, but now | was late andd thiss
teaching. | put importance on the wrong thing.

And no one was taking notes. After a little while | got a piece of paper and a pen and
started writing some things down, but | knew | had missed most of it alrefathylike this
blank piece of paper where our Father had spoken and | was not there to hear it br[iNate:i
the next three pages were intentionally left blank in Bakhirah's origina.]ett

Yoneq was talking about — the fear of deathbeing cut off. (I knew | hadn't feared.)

He was also talking about observing His message, the message He has giaea.gding to
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show Christianity the outcome of obeying the Messiah. Do you know His Word? Darngou ¢
what it says? From now on you are going to care because if you don't know, pngréoglie.

If you were a disciple of a guru, you would make sure that you knew his words so you
could carry them out — follow them to the letter.

Well, here it is. You don't have to dig it up in a cave somewhere. We've got to be the best
disciples who've ever lived. There's something about being a disciple of a guspirit about
it.

We ought to be thrilled at the sight of the first star — that a new day is beginning.

Because it's a shadow of things to come — the millennial reign of Messiah.
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Every time we look in the New Testament we don't see anything but good news.dVhy di

they call it good news? It's the way out of death!

Haggai: He shared that he was thankful we had the Word. Because it's like if you
were lost in the forest and you found a map of how to get out, you would look at it
very carefully and want to follow it exactly at each little place — inthoat—

making sure you went the right way so you could make it there. Arfthwesthe

Word — like a map — if we follow each word, it's all the indications of how to
make it to the kingdom. I'm thankful for the Word.

Jn 8:51 is the gospel of the kingdom. Paul preached both: the gospel of grace and then he
preached the gospel of the kingdom. He preached the gospel of grace, the godysiai sa
once. Then, to the Edahs, the rest of the time, he spoke of how to get into the kingdom. (We have
to see the difference between the two.)

Everyone is going to die if they don't love the word. We ought to pray, “Father, show me

what I'm not observing of your words so that | won't see death.”

Yoceph: Read in Dt 30Today | have set before you life or deatlOur Father
wanted to train them that they would observe every word. But they didn't and so
they saw death.

Tonight, we are hearing the very words that, if we observe them, we will
not see death. Our Father wants us to have life. He told them what to do to see
life. He's telling us. It causes something in my heart to not want to be dull to what
He's saying here.

Ben Nabiy: It says our Father takes no pleasure in the death of anyone — that
everybody could receive both the gospel of grace and the gospel of the kingdom,
that His purpose could come about.

He has given us eternal life forever and ever. But now He has given us His worg to obe
and keep us from having to experience any death before we get there. Helssgive map of
how to get there. Positionally we are seated with Him, by His grace. But aow got His
words to follow. In order to get eternal life, we didn't have to do anything. It's fialynae are

saved from the Lake of Fire that we can go into His word and observe.

Bakhirah: [Then, convicted even more now, | stood up.] I'm thankful for what |
heard tonight because | don't want to die. | was late tonight and missed most of
what was spoken. | don't want to take it lightly that we gather at a certain tim
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And now, even, | hear that we won't be able to just look at the clock, but we will
have to be watching out — aware of when the time is approaching for us to be
gathered together. | don't want to take it lightly that we gather tagetleater

the Sabbath. I'm sorry | was late.

A little later, Yoneq also talked about the 70s — how people would just pile in to hear the
Word. He said he wished it was the 70s again so we could do that; but Ha-Emeq had told him
that the 70s hadn't reached France yet. He expressed faith about having detaqeeaple
could come in and we could just share and share His Word with them. And he said that the holy
angels are going to be sent out to bring it about. And God is going to create that hunger in
people's hearts to hear His Word.

Yoneq also gave a word of instruction: If we are a caring community of peopkare
the Body of Messiah, if we care about our brother and sister and they are om@ pexitd,
then we will ask them about it.

If we didn't care enough about their waiting period and care enough to find owt if the
really love each other — and then let them get married and they are in prisonrést thietheir
lives, grinding their teeth — in the deepest darkest dungeon they could be in (thaitgsiha
if you are married to someone you do not love) — then we certainly would not be loving them if
we were not concerned enough and we let that happen.

That is how we know we are not in death anymore, because we love them enough to care
about them and ask. If we are not, then evidently, death still reigns in us. Inmtéothamily
night or a Sabbath meal (Sabbath Pie).

Yoneq said it was good they expressed their hearts, but that it should be under the
headship of their husbands — bringing the same mind of their husbands about this.

Later Caleb David shared about what Yoneq had talked about (what | missed). He said
that: A disciple is one who obeys his master's commands. People follow gurus frast thede
hang on their every word (and we have the greatest guru).

If you heard that there were ancient writings hidden in a cave with a recipe oiohoov
taste death, you would go in there and dig and dig and dig to try to find it. ANYTHING to find
out what it said — how to not ever taste death — the first or the second death for diBciples
we havet right here. And if we obey our Master's word (Jn 8:51), we do not ever have to taste
death. Death is more horrible than any horror movie you have ever seen (Heb 10:29-31).

But, we can only obey with grace and the Holy Spirit. There were many Christian
movements who tried to obey in the past, but they ended up killing people to defend themselves.
Of course, the Word says not to take a sword against anyone. And they divided. And the Word
says don't divide.

We have to continue in His Word (Jn 8:51). The NKJ version says we must oHserve
word. Watch attentively. Adhere to. Abide by.

We will be able, one day, to show Christianity where they don't obey the Word because
they cannot. We have to obey His word about the Shabbat or we will be cut off. We have to find
out and read all about the Shabbat.

From now on till the end of the age we will gather at twilight and the prophetpedks

as soon as the first star shows. So if you are walking down here and you sext e fiyou
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know you are late. If you want to fellowship, come here at twilight. At the i the first star,
the prophets will speak. No more than three prophets will speak.
Also, Hebrews 4:1 — we have to have a fear of death. Some people do not have this fear.

You went beyond this fear and it's too late for you.

Ha-Emeq: Was saying afterwards that people who follow a guru — if their guru
said something, one person would say to another, “You know what he said?” “No,
what did he say? Tell me!” “He sajdst like this, he said, if someone needs
something, and you have it, you should give it to them!” “Wow, really? He said
that? Wow!” But today, people treat Yahshua's words like junk food.
