For Him or Against Him

Whoever is for our Master can stand and offer their body as living sacrifice. You are
either for Him or against Him; either gathering or scatteringeeibuilding up or tearing
down; for Him or against Him. Our Master knows our heart; we cannot fool Him, He
knowsif we are for Him or not. What does it mean to be for Him or with Him? Are you
working for His cause or against His cause? Our Father knows the heart ofnavery
Salvation is a real mystery. Rom 8:28 — "We know that God causes all things to work
together for the good to those who love Him." Do you love Him? "And who have been
called according to His purpose.” Have you been called according to His puk®$as

a purpose here on earth and He uses people to accomplish it. V. 29 — "For those whom
God foreknew, He also predestined to be conformed to the likeness of His Son that He
might be the first born among many brothers." Then, verse 30 solves the nigstdry:

those He foreknew, He called; and whom He called, He justified; and whom Hieglistif

He also glorified." Those that God foreknew, He also predestined. What doesipeedest
mean? [God already had a purpose for that person to follow.] So He foreknew us. What
does it mean? He knew us before we knew Him. He knew Abraham before Abraham
knew Him. Gen 18:19- God knew Abraham for a purpd$e Hebrew is "I have known
you." It might say 'chosen you', but it is, "I foreknew you." (If some ofgoessts

passively wait and think, "Well, I'm just waiting for God to speak to my heart, then
maybe they should consider that He hasn't foreknown them.) Eph 1:4 might tell us
something else to help us understand this. He knew us lb¢éomeade the earth. That

seems impossible doesn't it? What did He know about you before He created the world?
Did He talk about yoin Gen 18:19 or was He just talking about Abraham? Who was He
talking about? What does it say? You can see that our Father wesddong time

before we were foHim. Gen 18:19 — | have chosen him and who? and his descendants.
Are we his descendants? As his descendants, what are we supposed to do? "l have chose
him that he would command his household generation aftetchkeep the way of

YHWH by doing righteousness and justice; in order that | can give him what was
promised him." So you can see what our purpose is. We are bringing about the promise
that was made to Abraham. That is what we are living for. Are you living for that
purpose? Are you with Him or not? 2 Tim 1:9 — He has called us because_of His own
purpose and grace and love. So since He called us becausepaofptise, we are

therefore to dadis purpose. So salvation is not by our own effort to be saved, but it is His
gift. His plan to save us according to Eph 1:4 was made in eternity past. He has a
marvelous plan. He didn't make the earth and then choose us; He chose us and then made
the earth and the universe. Finst chose us and then He made all the universe because it
is through_ughat His plan will be fulfilled. He chose the ruling people — Abraham —

that is the covenant concerning the rule of God. He hadméd first, to do His

purpose, then He made the earth. He would never have made the earth if He had not first
chosen you to do His purpose. | don't know why he chosagdume, but Heknew.

Rom 3:28 — We are justified by faith apart from doing anything good; and (Eph 2:8,9) it
is by grace you have been saved through faith and faith is not from yourself laugittis
from God. Remember when you didn't have any faith? He has given you a gift, so no one
can boast and say, "Wellworked for_myfaith." Eph 2:10 — "For we are God's
workmanship, created in Messiah for good works which God prepared in advance for us

to do." In eternity, when He knew us and thought about us, He also thought about the
good works that we would spend our lives doing. So we have it all set out before us —
those good works. This is what makes every disciple extremely thankful and fudisg pr
and thanksgiving to our master YAHSHUA that our Father was able by His power to
draw us to His Son. And if His Son would not have been here on earth in a people, no one
could ever have been saved. "No one can come to Me unless the Father draws them to
Me." (Jn 6:44) So where is He? Where is YAHSHUA? He lives in people. And our
Father draws people to His Son who is in you and then those people who have been
drawn will all be taught by the anointing of the Holy Spirit.

How do we tear down? You cannot walk on two roads, drink out of two cups, eat off of
two tables, love God and mammon. It is very clear that we can only be one or the other:
either for or against. That means we are absolf@eliim, building with Him, loving

the brothers, praying for His will to be done. Otherwise we are scatteriwgh our

attitudes, with our indifference, with our compromises. Is that what He meartt in M
12:30? Did He mean what He said? He is a man who said what he meant and meant what
He said. We need to be the same. We say what we mean and we mean what we say —
and — we are either for Him or against Him.

If you are for Him you can be part of the burnt offering sacrifice. Take cate pt do

it to be a man pleaser, because if such is the case, the sacrifice wordt-asitevon't

please our Master. You must be for Him in your heart — that is what it means to be a
living sacrifice. We are either for Him or against Him. Whoever is for Him haisgoand
thanksgiving.
