The Greatest Deception 

This is the era of the greatest persuasion that has ever been introduced into the Christian 
churches (by the ecumenical Council of Churches to bring about a one world church) — the 
"Brotherhood of man!" "The Fatherhood of God and the Brotherhood of man" — by this Satan 
will enter into the realm where he will rule with great deception over her, the Christian church — 
even as the incarnate Son of God, claiming himself to be God.  
2 Thes 2:4 — Not just claiming but "showing himself to be God," displaying himself that he is 
God. This will be the greatest deception ever to be displayed in the eyes of the whole world. 
(Rev 17:3) Rev 12:9 — He will be cast down to the earth as the incarnation in the last 3 _ years 
of the tribulation period — after the deadly wound was healed — Rev 13:3,4,5-8-10; Dan 
11:36,37.  

All Protestants say Rev 17:4,5 is the Roman Catholic Church, that she is the woman. But 
they cannot imagine that they are her daughters. Who is the universal woman sitting on the 
beast? Who is the anti-Christ? If the beast is the anti-Christ then the woman is the ecclesiastical 
system representing the whole of Christendom — who brings into power the one world 
governmental system of Dan 11:36,37, 2 Thes 2:4, Rev 13:3,4, and Rev 14:9-11. 

Rev 19:19-20 — The beastly system will be destroyed by the Stone cut out of the 
mountain — Dan 2:34,35,44,45. (2 Thes 2:8 is the same thing as Rev 19:20.) When the beast 
dies of his head wound he is made alive by the power and spirit of Satan — as Yahshua died in a 
water baptism and was made alive by the Spirit of God. The man of sin is the incarnation of 
Satan. At birth the man did not receive his power until his baptism — even as Yahshua. Rev 
17:8,12 — just as Judas was filled with the evil one. Yahshua said John 14:7 — so it will be with 
the beast and the son of perdition — 2 Thes 2:3 — the son of destruction. John 17:12 — The 
spirit and soul of Judas will be in the beast. Judas was the incarnation of Satan even in the Last 
Supper (Dan 7:25;8:25;11:36; John 17:12). 

The beast must completely misrepresent his true character and deny his nature to deceive 
the world. By the power of Satan, as 2 Cor 11:14,15 says, Satan can transform himself, as well as 
his servants, into servants of righteousness. The beast will be known only to the saints as the 
beast. To the world he is the very portrayal of the Christian "Jesus," the Messiah. (Mt 16:24 or 
Luke 9:23, etc.) The beast through the spirit of Satan in him will deny himself, crucify his real 
nature or character daily — to deceive, as 2 Thes 2:3,9,10 and Mt 24:24 speak of as the great 
deceiver. 

2 Thes 2:3 — Let no one deceive you in any way, by any means. This will take absolute 
loyalty to the anointing — 1 John 2:27,28; Prov 2:1-5; Luke 21:36 or else Mt 24:10-12. It will 
take the love of Rom 5:1-5 and of 1 Cor 16:22, the love and unity of John 13:34 and 17:23, just 
as Phil 3:13 describes the race. Phil 3:14 says we are to press on toward the goal (Heb 12:1,2; 1 
Cor 9:24; 1 Pet 4:11; Col 1:10, etc.). Phil 3:11 is the race to the finish (Col 1:28; Phil 3:8; Col 
1:22,23). 

1 Cor 11:27 and Ps 133:1-3 — Only they have eternal life as 1 Cor 11:18,19 teaches. 
Behold — manifest, recognize — how good and pleasant it is for brothers to dwell in unity. 1 
Cor 11:27 — Breaking bread in an unworthy manner is a divisive spirit that desecrates the 
meaning of the supper together. To see or discern His worth is how we will partake of this meal 
together (1 Cor 11:19). Only those who are "recognized" will be able to endure and to persevere 
together to the end.
