Whoever Destroys the Temple

Eph 6:24 — “Grace be with all those who love our Master Yahshua with a love
incorruptible.” 1 Cor 16:22 — “If any one does not love the Sovereign, let him be accursed.
Maranatha!” Jn 14:24 — “He who does not love Me does not keep My words, and the word
which you hear is not Mine, but the Father's who sent Me.”

This would stand to reason that whoever did not love the Son did not love the Father as
well. All that the Father is and has He gave to His Son because He saw Hiswaluerth and
could trust Him to totally carry out His heart wklolev (with His whole heart). That is why the
Son never spokanything besides what the Father gave Him. Nothing could have been better. So
to notlove the Son is to not see His worth- His value. We would not see the full extent of His
love for us expressed through the greatest suffering conceivable on the face afdhe pl

A curse be on him as soon as the hour comes. Rev 3:3 — “Remember therefore what you
have received and heard; and keep it, and repent. If therefore you will not wakalupomne
like a thief, and you will not know at what hour | will come upon you.” He will be cut off —
anathema ... cursed. Paul cries out for His imminent judgment upon those widestireying
the Community.

Imminent — approaching, coming, forthcoming, toward, nearing, drawing near or nigh,
near, close, close at hand, at hand, within reach or sight, staring one in the fatmytist
almost here, about to happen, going to happen soon, upon us, likely to occur at any moment,
momentary, immediate. Impending, lying in wait, in store, in the air or wind, ovgritan
threatening, looming, brooding.

Paul says may eurse be on himCome Now Sovereign! Paul is speaking to the Church
in Corinth andin every place (1 Cor 1:2). Paul is calling for His Sovereign to curse those who

aredestroying (1 Cor 3:16,17). If anyone destoys thaple, God will destroyhim. Those who
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destroy the temple are those who doloee. 1 Jn 4:20 — “If someone says, ‘I love God,” and
hateshis brother, he is a liar; for the one who does not love his brother whom se=fasannot
love God whom he has not seen.” If one is not loving Him or his brothers Ireirg). Because,
in the same way the Father invested all He had into the Son, Yahshua put all He had into His
brothers. So if we don't esteem, don't seevéhge of our brothers, but actualtysregard or
ignore them, it is the same as Jn 14:20.

The calling for the cursepon those who do not love the Lord (Yahshua ha Meshiach) is
followed by themmediate sentence and a prayer for Himto execute (1 Cor 16:22). Jn 14:21,24
— “He whohas My commandments angepsthem, he it is who loves Me; and he who loves

Me shall be loved by My Father, and | will love

him and will disclose Myself to him.” Verse 24 — “He who does not lovedbés not keep My
word, and the word which you hear is not Mine, but the Father's who sent Me.” Verse 15 — “If
you love Me, you will keep My commandments.”

Pleasingto Him

Yahshua always did the things tipb¢ased His Father. Jn 8:29 — “And He who sent Me
is with Me; He has not left Me alone, for | always do the things thaileasing to Him." If |
want Him tostay with me, Iplease Him. If | don't care, | grieve Him and He winds up outside
my door —knocking. If | love Him | want to please Him. If | sé4is value andmy need for
Him, then | am aware of how much | want to please Hiconkciously abide in Him.

Col 1:10 — “So that you may walk in a manner worthy of the Sovereign, to pliease
in all respects, bearing fruit in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God.” 1 Jn
3:22 — “And whatever we ask we receive from Him, because we keep His commandntkents
do the things that arepleasing in His sight.”

He completelyaligned His life with His Father'$\Vord andcommandments (the only
plumblinethat comes down from heaven). He became the source of eternal life to all who would
receive Him.
