</W> they know if they are keeping His word or not.  Verse 3:23 </W> He commanded 
us to love as He loved, to lay down our lives for t he brethren just as He laid 
down His life for us (Jn 3:16). Yahshua commanded J ohn to love as He loved and 
John commanded the
