Therefore the nations must live byshesally
wonderful that we have Genesis 9 because we can learn certain things in hellp tiatdeee
what our Father's heart is toward the nation, what He expects of them.

You have to base
everything you read, everything you see, and everything you hear based upoawradw.

That is how you come to understand. What do we know fundamentally about God and
fundamentally about man in regard to things that you eat? Is there anything émalatimat we
know? Universal. What is a universal, fundamental thing that we know about God, people and
food? He created some things as food and some things not as food. Now, God loved Noah, didn't
he? Somewhere in the Scriptures it says that God hardened Pharoah's heartri@hdsa't

he? Poor Pharaoh. What about him? God hardened his heart. He's going to the lake of fire
because God hardened his heart! That's not fair! Is it? What does this noeaa®eH/ou going

to understand this?

Why wouldn't it be God's heart, | don't understand that.

Okay, so you know that is obviously not the way to look at it. Are we operating on any true
knowledge? Do you have any revelation of God in your heart? Okay. We have one wonderful
thing that people outside the New Covenant don't have, except that people outside the New
Covenant do have an instinctive knowledge of God. But we have an even greater advantage
because of John 14:21. What does disclose mean? Reveal. What does He will revaatddims
you mean? He will show you who He is. So we have a great advantage than arg/die &ls
revealing Himself to us and we are coming to know Him.

because He's already rejected you before you ever started. Whaalr inagural mind you could
think that way about Pharaoh, couldn't you? So | had a guy one day tell me thahddrsaid

"that's not true". He said it says it in the Bible, and | said that's not whatits. And he said

how do you know that, and | said, "Because | know my God and he is not that way." | could
interpret the Scriptures based upon what | knew about Him. So we have to interpristiryery

we read in the Bible based upon what's been revealed to us, because you can't knogv anythin
unless you first have revelation of Yahshua. That has to happen first. That's timertgedihere

is no true knowledge, wisdom, understanding, nothing until a person has that revelation in their
heart. Once He has been revealed to you then you have a foundation in your heart to sta
understanding things based on how you know Him.

So based on what you know about God, do you think He is over here telling Noah one thing and
over there telling Moses something else? Everything has to be interpretexidpyrit and what

has been revealed to you. Remember this: you will never come to any knowledge é&watspt w
been revealed to you.

That's totally right. Now probably if you got down to what it means that is prolbddalyit

would say. But the Bible has been translated by men who have an errant spwit. I&ve to
interpret what it says by what you know.

Genesis 9:4-6. So what was the law He gave Noah here? Don't take the life of. Bexthese

if you do, your life will be required. That's the law He gave to Noah. Does thatdad sntil

today? Yes. It also applies to animals. If you kill an animal unnecesgarilyyill have to

account for that. Why do you need to know this? We have to know how, have to learn how to
judge the nations. So we are starting to learn how to judge the nations. We'rggldzeriaw

against it. Now who was God for? He was for the one who was for capital punishmentv8ut if
didn't know this law to the nations we might not know that because we're so messed up. Our
standard is God's word. Its going to be like this until the end of the age. We ar¢ogoavg to

judge people who are running for office. We will have to have discernment. The reasgodvh
established this among the nations is because man is created in the image of Ggali So if
disrespect the life of man to the point of killing a man on purpose, you are takinghewdg of

one who was created in the image of God, so you deserve to die for it. That is what makes i
right, justice.

We are coming to understand governments and the nations and we are learningaotpeay f
nations and we are going to learn to have confidence to judge the nations. We are igoovg t

how to judge the nations, how to talk to people in the nations and we will know how to be a light
to the nations.

right. But if we don't know the law to the nations, we could agree with men like him and our
Father's will could not be accomplished. By our oneness and unity and through us knowing the
law our Father gave to the nations, we can lift up holy hands without wrath and dissension and
cause our Father's hand to move. By doing this, we will bless the nations. Because wgeknow
law to the nations, and we knew that George Bush was for capital punishment whitlois par

the law to the nations, we were able to lift up holy hands and ask our Father for Besinge

be elected. Through this the nations will be blessed because George Bush withenieatby

the law of Noah which was given to the nations, which is the law every man is born with in his
conscience.

A mob
is a group of people impassioned by their own prejudice, whatever they think, and se they ar
law unto themselves and whatever they want to do, they do. So at different timesrinlikist

in the early 20th century in the southern U.S. against black people. Lynchingsowenerc.

That is the fruit of mob rule. So our Father hates that. He doesn't want men to live without
restraint. So the nations have laws. It is real important we understand that covhgepe need
laws. We should understand it to an even greater degree because we live in the NemtCove
and His laws are written in our hearts and in our minds. The way that we know that we ar
loving our brothers is because we are obeying His law which is written upon ots: helbohn 5.

But as more people came on the earth and mor
situations came up, they expanded that law so that now today there are maaydaveshave

got to understand that governments that have a constitution, which is the higheghlevand,
above any other law, that which forms the essence of the country, have a restraint ugmn them
that we can live. Now look at 2 Thessalonians 2:5-7. You can see that there idr# restra
nations, right? But there is going to come a day when that restraint is gdiadifted and men

are going to go back to acting like they did in Noah's day before the flood. Is teah pateady
begun? that is the flow of things in the nations, isn't it? Violence is filling saalietyer the

earth today. Becoming like mob rule, where there is no restraint. People waffdasvs,

redefine them in a way that they don't mean anything. Courts water down lavestiayedon't

say anything and people can do anything they want to do. Giving rights to homoskxuals
instance.

to establish governments where we can exist. 1 John 5:13-15. Is important for us to kriew that
hears us? Why? What determines whether or not you are sure that He hearsrygowpray?

We have to get to know Him, don't we? How do we get to know Him? The best way to get to
know Him is to communicate with Him. Look at 1 John 3:21-22.
