Beloved, n@av we ar
the children of God and once you are a child He is not going to disown you, because you have
been adopted. Only the one who has that hope will purify himself.

Sin is lawlessness. Sin is breaking the law of God. You have not broken the law against
brother or sister, because love does no harm to a brother or sister. Because kted=stroy

the works of the evil one, to take away sin.

In Israel long ago, God did something. He called the mirth in Israel to ceasetep.ttisth is
rejoicing celebration, joy, and happiness. He caused it to cease. Hosea 2:11ll-edlis@ her
mirth, rejoicing, celebration to cease.” It goes on to say all the sinlsithal did. Before this it
talked about all the sins Israel did. Those who have joy have had all their sinerfergthey

have no guilt on them — their sins are confessed. The only thing to keep you from having joy
if you do not know the forgiveness of God.

We know the Law. Everything is in the law so that we know if we do it, we need acsacrtie
most marvelous law that was ever conceived in the mind of a man, and of course, iboame fr
God through Moses.

J
like Christianity — there is no mirth in Christianity. "l will cause hertmto cease. | will cause
her feast days to stop. | will cause her new moon celebrations to stop. lus#l lvar Sabbath to
stop and all of her appointed feasts. And if they have them, there will not be anyngdjoii.

All the rejoicing is out of it. They come near Me with their lips, but not with theitsieBhat is

the picture of Christianity.

So you know that when you see these things restoredth-mirth —you will know it is the
restoration of all things, because it will be celebrated by those who keekdisJohn 8:51.

Paul said that the reason we could not keep the law was because of the flesh (Rom 8:3), our
unredeemed human nature. Col 2:14. Since He has taken the old antiquated system of the Law,
as weak as it waout of the way, having nailed it to the cross, He disarmed the principalities and
powers that rob our joy. He disarmed the powers that work in us to keep us from having joy.
Flesh was nailed to the cross, so the way you look at the Law was nailed to thé&tr@ssve

come here, we prove that we have victory over the principalities and power that rop éle jo
restored the mirth to us. There is no sin against us. John 8:51.

YAHSHUA triumphed over the enemy, the accusing voice of the enemy, the frésyollthe
enemy. We came here tonight to proclaim that he has taken away our sins, éltyefot let
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anyone judge you on a festival or new moon or a Sabbath day. The very things whickkerre t
away in Hosea 2:11 are now restored under a new covenant.

So He has restored them. You are going to see a celebrating people. tprag]j itv celebrate

like nothing you have ever seen or imagined. It is going to amaze the natieesttdtss going

to astound the whole world. It is going to startle the nations.

We know we are forgiven and no one is going to accuse us because we know what sin is and we
know when we have broken the law — something we kisomrong because the law condemns

it and we go ahead and do it. That is what keeps us from drinking the victory cup. It is not our
faults which keep us from drinking the cup of victory — unless we deliberatelgipierthem

and do not even care about doing anything about it.

Col 2:16-18 — These things ameshadow of what is to come. We are to continue in it until it
comes. It is nomerelyor wasor only a shadow — they ar@ shadow. If your Bible sayserely

wasor only a shadow, whoever made your Bible is going to the second death for changing it like
that. It is still standing, that we need to celebrate these feasts. Do @oyd@e condemn you on

it.

Does Matt 5:17 say that He came to restore the feasts to Israel? YEB.wWhat He came for.

The mirth was taken away from Israel and He is going to restore the mistiaéh Tonight we

have a feast.

1 John 3:4 — Here it is: "Whoever practices sin also practices lawlessmes#) &

lawlessness." Sin is the breaking of the law. And you know He was manifested aavtakeur

sins. In Him there is no sin.

We hate it when we are outside of the law. There is no one more miserable thdroé @bl

who is not abiding in YAHSHUA. He has no peace, no rest. If you have not broken the law, you
have peace don't you? If you are not a lawbreaker.

Whoeverabidesin Him does not sin. They do not break the law. Whoever sins has neither seen
him nor knows Him. We are not that kind, are we?heeseen Him. We know Him. Verse 7-8

— "Little children, let no one deceive you; the one who practices righteousnesdaesusy...

the one who practices sin is of the devil. Becdiessnned from the beginning.” Weereof the

devil, but we are no more. Whoever has been born of God and does not sin — it is impossible for
you to sin and not feel so awful. That means you cannot sin. You cannot live in that sin and go
your own way. We cannot sin without repenting very quickly. If you can, it meanare still a

child of the deuvil.

John 8:51 — Did you know that it is possible we will never die, that we will never séealteat
taste death? It igossiblealso that we will see death or taste it. It is possible that we can go to the
first or second death [of course not the first or second death for unbelievers — what pas tha

to do with us?]. But what does it take to never see or taste death? (Death iscsepatas is
something we must do because we want to do it. Is there something you have to do or can you
just believe.

[Someone answered: confess our sins]

That is a good Christian answer. "But | want you to keep My word. MOST ASSUREDL

anyone keeps my word he shall never see death." So what do we have to know? How are you
going to keep His Word if you do not know it? He wants us to be those people who know His
word and keep His word (Jn 14:21-24). Who shatre it, love it, teach it, tell others about it. Then
mirth is going to be restored to Israel. When we have these feasts g@ray¢o have mirth. We

are going to rejoice tonight because we have kept His words, and if yotaheneshort— you
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have fallen short of His glory until you repent and are forgiven. But if wagtén deliberate sin

we can be cut off forever, until the 8th day. Heb 10:26.

There is no concept in Christianity at all that they must keep His word. But wealveyt every

word that come from his mouth. Every word the prophet speaks to you. If you heed every word
the prophet speaks to you, you will never taste death (Acts 3:23). If we do not, we cuitldie

We do not want to be cut off. We are not slaves, we are sons. The flesh is nailed tosthe cros
therefore we look at everything in a different way.

[Uriah spoke expressing that he felt cut off but he did not remember disobeyiégpiisor

breaking any Law of God. ]

You know what | believe? | believe you have not broken the law.

[Yoneq continued on telling Uriah what a wonderful servant he was and that it was ohwious t
he had been chosen and brought here so that our Father could save him and that hisulife was s
a wonderful blessing to us and that he didn't know a more wonderful person than him.]

That is what our Father says. You have an adversary, and he says the opposite.

1 Tim 1:17 — We have to learn to lift our soul up. Restoring this mirth in celebration, we have
got to lift up our emotions, too. Nothing is going to hold us from giving him worship with our
emotions. Our soul is not just our intellect. It belongs to his children that we wowdrlithole

soul to Him. This has got to be restored (Ps 25:1; Hos 2:11).

The spirit controls the soul and the soul controls the brain and the brain controls the boy. This
what our worship has to include. That is when the enemy has no more foothold in our life, no
more influence in us — he is cast out.

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ha-Emeq told a story about Shemiyah, which means hear and obey YHWH. He lived in the days
of the wisest King, Solomon, who built a great temple and great big palaces. Wt all t

asked his worthless friends and they told him not to let people boss him around. "Tell them tha
your little finger is stronger than your father's leg and you are goibgdt them worse that he

did."

Rehoboam was the son of a foreign woman. He had not been raised up with discipline. He
listened to his friends instead of the elders. What a worthless thing to sayythatldn't work

harder than before I'm going to beat you with a whip bigger than my father lh#tte people in

the tribes started talking. And then they kind of split. "What part do we have in the sgsest Je
What part do we have in David?" said some of them.

Rehoboam realized that everyone in the ten tribes were over there and everydrezeowas

just Judah. "Israel, go to your tents; we have nothing to do with David," they said. Behobo

had made a wrong choice. He wanted to go after the men of Israel with swor8&eiyah

came to him and said, "This is what YHWH has to say, 'Do not go after and fightt ygains
brothers. YHWH has caused this to happen. Do not fight." It was because of thieediksice.
Rehoboam listened to Shemiyah. Israel went away. They never came back tdgetihevere

divided from that day on. Now there were two kings. Rehoboam said, "Let us do what my father
and David did. Let us worship YHWH and try to be obedient.” Everyone who was devoted to
YHWH came down and stayed together with Rehoboam. All the rest left.

Solomon was building a temple and he wanted them to serve willingly, but they learrietd wha
meant to be slaves. Now, here we are building a kingdom and it is going to be rehljiexe

is a lot to do. Your parents have a lot to do. But shall they work as slaves or willjivijhyg
themselves to do the work that has to be done? They give themselves willirghedause
YAHSHUA died to make us like this — wantto work.

Both sons and slaves work, but one does it because he has to and one because he wants to.
YAHSHUA gave His life up willingly — He was a true son. A slave does notistte house

forever, but a son does.

Yoneq — We have to see the significance of what Jeroboam did. Instead of allowingplee pe

to go to Jerusalem to sacrifice, he was afraid their hearts would returnrileheeg would Kill

him and he got jealous. But the only place you could worship and have your sins forgiven was in
Jerusalem. That is the only place God would meet His people. Not anywhere elsead ks
appointed place where He caused His name to dwell. So Jeroboam made placesoptere p

could sacrifice — one in Dan and one in Bethel. But no matter how many sacrdicesagle or

how good those people's intentions were, it did not matter — their sins piled up as high as
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heaven because the only place you could truly sacrifice was in Jerusasaihdilgded and

never reunited. All the blood is on Jeroboam's hands for setting up worship places (ke eve
church building today is a false high place, Rev 18:2-5).

Now we can worship Him in any tribe or clan, but according to Deut 2:5,12, the only place y
can meet Him and have your sins forgiven is where the High Priest is — where lein\és
Body. Christianity is doing the same thing as Jeroboam did. They made high placeyand the
cannot get their sins forgiven because there is no High Priest. That is vdetaierdid, he
instituted these places in Dan and Bethel. All the sacrifices werdithagg. It is too bad that

the people did not rebel against that and plead with God to forgive them (individually)decaus
they knew better. They knew the Law. Deut 12:5,12. They were not ignorant. None ofithem
go to the nations — they will go to the second death.

You can see the sin of that. What a horrible sin it was. That is one of the greaiaesyafathe
Bible. It has taught us so much about Christianity and about legitimate ayitthnéte worship.

And that is why the appointed feasts are so important. Our Master is with issagipdinted

times. In our ignorance, our Master met us even though it was not at His times, bilinbé wi
continue to do that. He meets us when we gather at His appointed times. That is wégtwe m
together today on the first day.
