Isaac. Col 3:23 — Do everything heatrtily as for Yahshua and not man.

Do | have a sacrificial love for Yahshua? | have to ask myself this questiomuDtaye
a sacrificial love for Yahshua? What is feigned obedience? Pretended obetlérat will those
who obey this way have for their reward? Their reward will be from man alone andhwe¢fr.a
Ps 81:15 — Those who hate Him would pretend obedience to Him. Their judgment would be
forever. Is it possible to be in Messiah and be this way? Some people are trappduyir/dpat
do I have to do to have total obedience, without apathy?

Apathy — Existing without using your will.

The only way | can have help to change is by confessing it. Tell Him tyosirs
condition.START here. Then He can cleanse you from all unrighteousness. He's waiting for us.
He's patient, waiting day after day, year after year. For 18 {A=asswaited, but He'll wait 18
more years for us. If you have a deep-seated disorder like a lust or whatevevaileg. He's
waiting for you to confess it.

If you don't have a sacrificial love for Yahshua, I'm not saying to get one, bséyimg
maybe you haven't passed out of death into life.

I know if | don't have a sacrificial love for the brethren, | won't know dedpmihat |
belong to Him. If you receive the anointing, no one has to teach ymowothe Lord. We're
commanded to have a sacrificial love.

Sacrifice is surrendering something for the sake of something else. If waaan'a
sacrificial love for the brethren, we know we haven't passed from death to life

Do you know whether you've passed out of death into life? Debbie (in Manasseh) has a
hard time letting people move into her house. If she hasn't given up everything'sbe ean
disciple. You have to give up all your own possessions. Her house represents her diéd life. T
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way we know we repented and received the gospel is if we've given up all. Théesther
assures you of salvation but never puts you to the test.

Jn 13:34 — This is sacrificial love: love your brothers as | have loved you. Do we love
like that? We can live in community, even till we flee to the wilderness, we cdroubtill the
last few years but we won't be perfected in unity if we're still lashitigour tongue in some
way. If a brother goes to someone with a humble and good heart and the person's rgsponse i
"Well, what about you?" and they're condescending, is that love? We can't bg eetifetted
before we help each other. Do we have a sacrificial love? How do you excuselffoilies, |
work in the print shop all day long for my brothers." People in the world work in the print shop
all day long too. They take care of children, etc. Everyone does. There has to bergpmethi
different in our spirit.

We know we've passed out of death into life because we love our brothers. Anyone who
doesn't love remains in death. Anyone who (there are no degrees between love antekate) ha
his brother is a murderer. We know that no murderer has eternal life. If anypomateaial
possessions and sees his brother in need and has no pity on him, how can the love of God be in
him? How do you love your brother in truth? What is love? What pair of shoes would you give
him anyway?

The Holocaust

They took six million Jews who knew they were going to die. It was amazing what
people would do to live one more minute. Their faces were lined with hopelessness and despai
They were just waiting to die. How they would compromise for just one more minute.

John 8:51 — We don't have to die. Some of us think we'll get out of death — we're still
Christians. If in any area we're still disobedient, we'll go to deatie Eontinue in His word,
we're truly disciples; we're set free from death and bondage.

He tells the same people their father is the devil. If you accept His wahdeypassed
out of death.

The time is set in our Father's ovgoiseBan 2:44
speaks of the beginning of the season. We have to receive His Spirit to understainaowig
we have blinders on and don't really understand until we see; someone has to show us.

Only the people who know that
they are the ones who will bring in the Kingdom will have the encouragement thgnesdlves
to the great suffering which would come against the effort.

Hakam: It will be given to a people to know the meaning of the prophets. These ones
will have things given to them that would not have been given before.

Kharash: But they did know what to do with the power they received at Pentecost. The
prophesies of the age to come must be brought into this age.

She fell from submission to Alaok (
man condescending on white man is totally wrong. It goes against theirestesso badly.)

We need a platform to speak from. It keeps women from being saved to think they're
made from dust. It rises up in them to come against the truth. | Cor 12:18L4ays

Gal 3:28 — We have two black elders and apostolic workers. To get three or four black
people in the Body has taken 15 years of many leaving and not giving up that stronghold. Gal

9:24 — He advocates for male and female.

Ex 23:14; Dt 16:16 — The Feast of Unleavened Bread, Booths, and the Feast of Weeks.
The men were commanded to come before the Lord. Is there distinction any [dvigat about
headcovering?

Phinehas. Sacrificial love is to forgive your brother's sin.

Apathy: It's all tied in. | think it has such a stronghold on me because somehow | God
doesn't care. | was raised Presbyterian. Calvin is the god of predestiRaesbyterians are
notorious for not feeling any real need to share what they have becausegtsoguappen
anyway. They have an apathetic god. No matter what happens in your own inuiélg\gant. |
was never really IN it but | was UNDER it as a child. | wanted to exprggsassion but | was
totally in and of the world.

I'm thankful that our Father communicates with us. It matters to Him wioat'g gn.

Don't take any rest for yourself till | make Jerusalem a praisé tineagarth. I'm incapable of not
taking rest for myself unless | just really love Him and want with all mytheglease someone
else.

There's something about the whole Billy Graham Crusade that | know our Rasher
created people to be saved. They're out there, sheep. He's showing us so many thinlgsithe wor
so blind to.
