We've learned that a believer can actually expeéédrell - death - probably
the same thing. Hell is not eternal. In Revela0nhell is thrown into the
lake of fire. Hell is only for a time. It ia place of destruction, Gehenna,

where worthless things are burned.

Paul said we'll escape right through the fire. tithians 3:14-15 Our works will be burned, and
we'll escape. This is not a literal burning firehigll. The second death, the lake of fire, is ditdire.
It is for intentional, deliberate acts. If in Reatébn 20:12 an unbeliever is judged unworthy of the
nations, they are thrown into the lake of fire #mel smoke of their torment goes up forever and

ever.

Unbelievers die and then spend a number of thogsaingkars in death (at least no less than 1000).
They experience death, continual suffering, bec@oxbtold Adam and Eve that the day you eat
from this tree you die. And until Yahshua came, #dand Eve waited in death. We have immortal
bodies that will never end, never perish. [Unbeaieware resurrected and they have immortal bodies
too, even in the lake of fire. They are there vgpiirit, soul, body; their whole awareness, totally
cognitive of every time they've gone against theirscience or done a deed they knew was wrong.
All of their thoughts and deeds are recorded irksagith no way to erase it then.]

to Him when He returns?

If we walk as Helkeal, then we'll experience His baptism, which
breaks our selves open, and drink the cup He difirle hadn't been broken open in death, He
couldn't have passed the Holy Spirit on to any@wfore He died, the Spirit couldn't come out of
Him, but after He died and was resurrected, Hectbrgath the Holy Spirit out on the people.
The reason that Romans 8:17 is recorded for otnuiti®n is because Philippians 1:29 says thabé&n granted not only to believe
but to suffer for His name. There is no way thpeeson can get owff suffering, excruciating suffering, in orderdiare in His rule

and reign. This is why we live in the body, so pineper circumstances are created every day to lugaken so that we can grow up
into the head. The key to the car that you neetfit@ was taken to the market by mistake in andbhether's pocket. It's by enduring
through each circumstance like this that He giweglary, if we endure patiently, not reacting, answering sharply to our brother.
He is going to give some a greater degree of gjasf,as there are stars that have a greater defjgbery, not because you want
glory, but because you loved Him and drew nearéfito so you've acquired His mind to a greater deginean anyone else; then He'll

give you more glory.

We can obey real good when we feel good and aeffiéring. But when we're suffering, it determimmes love for Him by how we
treat our brother or sister during this time. Wigen're pruned back and it feels like you're cutasfil you're groping around, if you
continue to do good and be kind, your spirit surgesws into His likeness during this time like other time.
His will is that we willrule with Him. Only those who love Him will ruleiti Him and those who don't love Him will be
cut off. If you're a disciple, you're His child ey have no other choice but to suffer.
John 15:1-5 speaks about being close to Him aralviag the nourishing sap of being close to Himldds we're abiding in Him,
we're not receiving His sap, we're only receiving mourishment of our own sap. Among us thereheilsorcerers. Malachi 3:3-5
Sorcery is not having fellowship with Messiah betiirzg like it. A person might have no fellowshipttihey do things in their own
strength, their own flesh. They'll do great worksl éhe evil one will even start doing magic throtigém. This will go on until even
the elect would be deceived if possible. Christiais full of this. Revelation 18:23

We don't want any sorcery here. If you start outryaay in your own strength without calling for Hisength and power, not
acknowledging that you can do nothing in your owmver, that leads to sorcery. Most people can'trgibovery long without His
strength, but some do go on in their own naturahsfth and gifting. A person who truly belongs tdWH knows they can't. They

know that a branch that abidiesHim will bear good fruit.

While we're abiding in Him, having fellowship, wedr good fruit. (But thoughts enter into our miike they did to Judas. But Judas
was enticed and then fell into sin._If we are eediand sin overtakess, we'll be cut off.) In the midst of our own srfhg, we are

still connected to the vine even though it doeszeim like it. Are we going to lose our peace, Héndh call someone a fool? This

the test. Credit comes only when you obey in dianke$ when you can't sense Him.



If we're learning to endure with Him, we'll stadumting that suffering joy. You can exercise selfittol when you're full, but when

you're empty and hungry - that's when it's a criedéxercise self control. Messiah was temptedigmore than anyone was ever

tempted. He went 40 days without food. He alwaymitaaed fellowship. His joy was always above th ¢f his brothers because
He loved righteousness and hated lawlessness. Aglarut our Master wouldn't because everything awhstake: our salvation, the
world, the universe. Satan could only be destrdyed man doing it. He was that man. It was a golgfgwortunity. When your

golden opportunity comes, count it joy.

It's late and the pressure is mounting and theykayneed is gone: What will you do? Be calm ang stdlected, full of self control.
Put your hand over your mouth if you have to. ihisur testing. If you have a full stomach and amuffering, it's no credit to have
self control, but when we're suffering and emptgt's when it counts. If we don't overcome at tinie, we'll never overcome; we
won't drink His cup or be baptized in his bapti&uring these times, we grow into the stature ofroaster. That's how we will share
in His glory. We've fallen away from His likenebsit we're coming back into His likeness. He suffetde sweat drops of blood, felt
the pangs of death, the excruciating Separatiomwtie Father turned His back on Him. If we're tdike Him in His glory, we must
endurethrough suffering. All of these things we mustdiedient to. 2 Thessalonians 2:13-15; 2 Timoth 2Philippians 3:10-11;
Colossians 1:23-24, 28; | Peter 2:20-23

Our Master had never experienced separation franFHiher. It was the ultimate test, the very reas®mvas sent to earth. He felt
the depth of despair - hell - and He did not gipeDeath couldn't hold Him becaulde did not allowdeath to hold Him and He
preached and set the captives free. Hebrews &idelivered out of death those who were captiibeédear of death. There is no
longer any fear of death. We've already overconaghdiéwe're abiding in our Master. Then there's no stihdeath. Paul said if he
was absent from the body he would be present Wih_ord because he knew there was nothing in liisatence that would reprove
him.

Intuition - the thing in your spirit that knows things. Weokv something apart from anything else - apart freason - without

argument -know the truth. That's what intuition is.

If your conscience has anything in it - any acdosatny offense, (If you haven't been like Yahshuanything - your conscience
will have an offense in it.) you'll be under cométaccusation. This will affect our intuition. Caence and intuition are closely knit
together. Conscience will affect intuition and yatuition discourages you from approaching Godholids you back. When you
pray, you sense it.

Accusation in our conscience is when we've doneesioimg wrong and not confessed it. We have todefrthis. Our conscience has
to be clear so it won't be able to accuse us flending a brother or sister or whatever. Our carsm will be free from accusation
because we're always doing our Father's will. Oastér knewit was the enemy coming to Him because He wasyalaaing His
Father's will. So He could throw the enemy down.eWbur conscience can't accuse us anymore becausawe no unconfessed sin,
then/ enemy has no more ministry in our lives.

A conscience that Is not tinged with any offenss,under constant accusation, can approach oueFaheaven through Yahshua,
through His blood, and ask for things (not selfisings). There's no way we will get things withsuffering for them and continually

asking.

world so that the world can believe that the Fagiesit the son. It's not going to come without sirfte We'll be tested to the utmost.



-We'll be tested and suffer as muhour Master suffered. He suffered immensely1f23/ears. Paul said we have to make up for
Yahshua 's suffering (Colossians 1:24); Paul didplairt.

suffer rejection.

If
we're not perfect in this - we're hurt by deathwdfre not peacemakers - we're hurt by death. idevet fuse all of our talents - we're

hurt by death. It was because of his thoughas that servant didn't use his ability and grétethoughhis master was a hard task

master. It's always how we think. As a man thirskshe is. You think "There's no hope for me". Ehadur thoughts. We have bad
thoughts all the time, but we're learning to deithwhem. Because our Father is for us. He's for Wde're going to deal with them.
Even if someone comes and slaps you on the cheektufn your other cheek to him. We're going tdtdBven slaves, when their
master has treated them harshly, will continuewaniie, submissive, with no bad thoughts becaugts tivhat He's chosen them for.
