Then when it becomes dhimtethey are a
tare,then there is nothing we can do about it and they are pulled up by the holy angei® But
have to be kind and loving and feed all.

I looked here in the New Covenant constitution we have which explains everythingovi® nee
know. | Jn 2:19 — "If anyone leaves ... then they were never of us." This is prettgsixe. It
explains a lot. We could say this of Roberto, for instance, or Shua and L'amad. They leave gon
out from among us. But they never really belonged to us. If they had belonged to usyulkey w
have stayed with us. But this was to prove that they did not belong to us. He over-emphasized t
us andbelonging there — to belongBelong is a wonderful word — to have or possess. This is
talking about an eternal belonging.

When we made our confession from out heart (Rom 10:19), we truly believed in the real Son of
God. We received this from the message that we heard from someone and wge lzalieaéd

in our heart that God raised YAHSHUA from the dead. It is a miracle to beliavetyour

heart. A lot of people believe it in their mind, but it doesn'traang here; it sayheart.

Therefore it is obvious (from Rom 10:9) that some people do believe that in theirritetraa
some people don't.

Nahaliel — If people believe in their heart, then they are bonded to be one.

So you cannot say that Shua or L'amad or Roberto loved us (1 Jn 4:7,8), for love is of God and
those who love are born of God and know Giduese are those who love. This is the truth (1 Jn
4:7,8). But those who never received that love (Rom 5:5) cannot love. You could not have forced
Roberto to love. You could have beat him or try to psychologically manipulate him, but it would
not work because love comes from a heart regenerated by the Holy Spirit. It ong/foome
