Will Power
(Letter to Jennifer Newsong)

Dear Jennifer,

Being a Christian, | know what you must be going through to perform or use ybto wil
force your behavior to conform to the Bible. But the more you try the worse yandj¢he
more doubt comes that maybe after all it was only an illusion. When the veil wé®rahin
the temple, Judaism was exposed as not real but existing only in pretense. Becaasendit
there, all was mere ritualistic performance. They were using thisritavbelieve something that
they knew all along was not true; a false faith.

This is how many Christians use their wills today. They are living by thginaills and
not by the life of God. They are Christians because they have decided to be one. Ehaadav
a decision of the will. They want to live a good moral life and they set out to do it. They ha
resolved to experience victory over their own flesh. As good as this seems, magsappear to
others, they are living only by their wills. Their life is all within the sptadrdheir own wills.

They know that they should have victory, that they ought to be filled with the Spirit, dumhihe

they reach is to only desire it. But the desire of the will cannot give the power toatdht f

flesh is more powerful. Thus, they have knowledge of what to do, but they do not have the Spirit
to enable them to obey the Word (John 8:31,32). Since they are unable to obey, it proves that
they arestill slaves to the flesh.

The one who relies on his will is going to be defeated — the will is too weak. It can only
function insofar as something moves or pushes it. But this is not the life of Yahshua, tbée Mas
it is the life of the power of one's own will. So you are destined for defeatafeat until you
come to the cross and receive the life of Messiah. The life of Yahshua is beyond ¢nepihe
will. It goes beyond volition. It is based on something greater than human ahdityapability.

His life in us carries us through the veil of separation and into the presence of Gedwshe
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receive supernatural grace. It is His life in us, the hope of glory, andojpesttanscends all
other hopes and circumstances.

But this life is only for thehirsty or desperate (John 7:38,39). The Spirit is not given to
those who are living by the power of their own wills, but only to those who trust Him to do for
them what they cannot do for themselves. Weaathing — He does it all. All we do is come to
Him and He gives us the water of life — but we must come to Him, not a mirage oy finatias
the spirits in Christianity try to deceive with — but the One Who is True (1 John 5:20) — the
True One — and not the many false ones who by ministers of a so-called gospeilatanheir
hearers to live by their wills in principles only and not by His life (2 Coramill:14,15;
Revelation 18:2). You can see that there are many deceiving spirits in héris"therone who
fell, and shébecame a dwelling for these deceiving spirits and ministers of Satan. So these
ministers get Christians to live by their wills instead of the Spirit ardfifyahshua. Since they
have no authority to communicate the life of God, they manipulate others to use tsdiv v
Christians, then by the use of certain scriptures again manipulate their hearszgheir will to
obey the Bible principles. They thereby ignore all the verses which contjudaraonstrate that
only by the Spirit of God (or the life of God) can one obey. It is not a matter of thavibne
can obey (John 13:34). Christianity is exposed as false in verse 35. (1 John 3:14,16,17; Mark
10:29,30; Luke 14:33; Acts 4:32-35) Only by the life of God in a disciple can one obey the Word
(John 8:31,32,51).

So in living by our willalone we cannot force ourselves to overcome our weaknesses, but
the life of Messiah, His Spirit, carries us through and over those things thahpassible to do
without Him. He in us does it.

The purpose for our will is not to pull ourselves together and push on, but to use our will
to let Him do it in us, giving us the will and power--the grace (Philippians 2:13). BoBdd's
life within His people who have totally surrendered their own righteousness tthelirHis
grace works in to do His will. He creates in His people (not Christians who areeteirego

believing that He dwells in them) the desire to do His will and also brings about the
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accomplishment of that desire. This is what He does for those who use their tié for

surrender of their own efforts to do what only God can do for them. Paul trusted in God's power
Paul used his own will to trust in God's power. That is the only way our will can loé\adfe

used — only to choose to do His will. And, if we choose, He does it in us and for us. This is
grace.

1 Peter 4:11 — You cannot do this by your own strength, but your will must choose His
will to do what is only possible with God. This is what our Master said the Rich Youeg Rul
should have done (Mark 10:17,27).

Saving grace comes only one way, by surrendering your will to His will, ndebging
to be a Christian and trying to live a Christian life--this falls short of kis/gSanctification
comes beforglorification (1 Thessalonians 5:23,24). This does not teach that we can do it by
our own will, but the contrary. We must come to the realization of our own utter hopelessness
and desperate condition, with every hope gone, in order to be able to trust in Him and@élis gra

So, Jennifer, we cannot pretend to live by our wills and please God, for it is contrary to
faith or trusting Him. He desires us to have a trusting relationship with Him — so we will never
think we can live by our own will, or our own wisdom, or our own justice system (1 Cor 1:30).
Our own will and our wisdom is all we have if we do not actually have Messiah's life-ius
the governing principle of your life is your own wisdom, you are merelp@ctn "policy". This
is the broad road. The broad road consists of those who live by policy — your own plans or
course of action expected of a Christian.

Luke 11:33-36 —Beware that the light in you is not darkness. Living by policy is a form
of gambling, your own form of justice. You are gambling with your eternal destihyibg by
your own light within you. When the veil is rent, you will see that you have livelilaron all
your life and there is no way to go back and re-live the days of your short life. Mowekk the
narrow road by "policy" (Matthew 7:13; Romans 8:14). You can't be led by bedliar your
own wisdom. Those disciples who are not so brilliant have only God to rely upon. Where there is

"policy”, there will be deceit and pretense — weighing the word spoken to them, weltghing t
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guestions, looking at the various sides to the question, figuring out what may happeral you s
or do this or that. All this is "pragmatic policy" or being so practical — dealitiyfacts —
figuring out in your own wisdom or of your own opinion. Self-policing — The Holy Spiouis
only Helper, Counselor and power we rely upon. All else fosters a person's own phiee as
Pharisees, John 8:34.

But if you know the True One, He will not let you act and follow what you think, but
what His will is. Romans 12:2 is far removed from your own experience, so hoyowidver
know His will?

So, Jennifer, it's not how hard we try with our own will, but how we use our will. Our
will is only for the purpose of choosing His will so we can live by His life. Yiders controlled
and your conduct is controlled by yourself. Though it magdwel, or look good, youconduct
is bad before God. Conduct — To direct the course of, manage, control, administration of your
own life. (Pretending it is the Holy Spirit who is in control, leading, directmg Yput too proud
to admit it is you — your own self-policing — pragmatic policy and self-effort.)

You may comfort yourself by saying, "l want God — my desire is for Himl drade sin.
| don't want to sin or do anything wrong. | want His will and want to glorify Hinvaryhing |
do". Yet this is as far as your own goodness can possibly go. This is $téliealm of your
own will. You have never gone beyond your own power of your will. For this reason Romans
6:14 does not make sense to you. Living in the power of your own will — or flesh (human
nature) — is sin. It is still in the realm of death. You are still in Adam's tagka can't claw
your way out by using your will, or by any set of policies.

The power of your will is the only source of power for your life, so you are not@ble t
rise from the grip of death. Someone has convinced you that you are not in Adant;scaiske
have risen to a new life in Messiah. But when did Romans 6:2-6 transpire? If so, tharewhy
you not able to walk in newness of life but are still under the bondage of self ofgetakkr
selfish, living only for self? | knew many Christians who had themselvesmigdind. They

maintained a strong grip on themselves. They determined within themselvesinairttos

offend. They powerfully push and pull and control themselves in order to make themselves a
certain kind of person who acts in a certain way with a certain kind of voice whiclkiner
desire to have. They force themselves to do what they do not want to do and suppress themselves
under the power of their own will and they are most miserable, although they put stia pla
smile and deceive themselves into believing that they are sufferingste’ 3ake. But Romans
8:2 says that they are still condemned in the first death and are going toahe death because
they claim to see (John 9:41; 15:22). They would not have guilt if they were strugghiogitw
claiming that they knew Jesus and He was their Savior. But since they claim téikndhen
their guilt remains upon them. The law of the Spirit of Life in Messiah Yahshua epariting
in their life. If it were it would set them free. They would leaverything to have that life — to
have that law in them. They would do this because their will is surrendered to tiitabf3yiie
in Messiah and because they are under the law of liberty and freedom.

There is a new law working ws who havebelieved and it is greater than the old law of
sin and death, and if we believe it is working in us, it will work. We must simplywiatat law.
But if you, on the other hand, must hold on to yourself, and control and suppress and order your
life by your own will, then you are not saved from the law of sin and death.
If we are saved, we can let go of ourselves and give up trying and strugghnguwwi
wills and utterly trust the Spirit of Life in us, the new law working within dgerTgrace can
take over in our place. His life can be seen in us and He will gain the glory. We avadew
the law of liberty — grace (Romans 6:14). John 17:21-23; 13:34,35; 1 John 3:14,16,17 is

operating for its manifestation to the world. 2 Cor 3:17,18.
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Jennifer, you are going to have to admit that the blood of Messiah can never gteanse
no matter how much you confess your sins. It is surely the blood that cleanses g, but it
is found onlyat the cross. The blood alone will not cleanse us — there is no forgiveness in the
blood of Messiah unassociated and disconnected with the cross. The cross is wdieré His
blood. We must first go to the cross and die. It's only the blood of our Master Yahshua which
was shed on the cross that cleanses our sins away. The blood alone cannot reach yast innerm
conscience. The cross puts an end to your own life (Galatians 5:24; Romans 8193dfryot
have the Spirit of Messiah, then you do not belong to Him. You are not Abraham's seed
(Galatians 3:29). Romans 6:2-6 is where we begin to belong to Him, because this iswhen y
terminate your old life of self-effort and where God applies the blood to yeward forgives
your sins and you can receive His life. You can't belong to Him without this. Ydweaout of
Adam's casket any other way. It's not your fault that you were born sxtasket, but it's your
fault if you stay there when the way out (the good news) is properly prétenteu.

You are trying to get forgiven by the blood of Messiah without going to the cross. When
He died on the cross, we died in Him and with Him. This is realized in baptism, where we
confess He is Sovereign (Romans 10:9,13). Who wasetihhene (John 13:20; Luke 10:16; John
7:18) who was sent to you which when yward you received faith to believe? Faith comes by
hearing from a sent one — a sent one from God (John 7:17; Acts 2:38). It's only when you
repent, and God knows your heart, that you may receive forgiveness for your siaeseawel the
gift of the Holy Spirit. It is when you use your will to choose His will. Thig/g/ you must
confess that Yahshua is Sovereign and Lord with your mouth, and believe in your h&aoickthat
raised Him up, or you will not be raised up with Him (Romans 6:2-7).

When you are baptized you clothe yourself with Messiah (Galatians 3:27) and are
baptized into the Reality (the Name) of the Father and the Son and the Holy\Nbtiri2: 18-
20; 1 Pet 3:21), in the name of Yahshua the Messiah, for the forgiveness of your symy that
may receive the gift of the Holy Spirit, sealing you with the Spirit wh&INew Heaven and the

New Earth (Ephesians 1:13,14). Then you belong to fdiever and ever.
